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CONSULTATION DOCUMENT

PURPOSE OF THE CONSULTATION


1. [bookmark: _Hlk164069415]Staffordshire County Council (SCC) is responsible for ensuring that there are sufficient school places for all pupils. SCC have been discussing with Riverview Primary and Nursery School and Fountains Primary school in Burton how the needs of children with special educational needs and/or disabilities (SEND) in the East Staffordshire area can be met. 

2. There is an increased demand for places for children with SEND in the area. 

3. SCC want to ensure that children with SEND receive the education they need. The proposal is to develop a SEN Resource Base at Riverview Primary and Nursery School.

4. [bookmark: _Hlk167447835]The County Council and the Governing Body of Riverview Primary and Nursery School want to hear the views of parents, local families, local community, school staff, governors, local schools and other bodies on the proposal to:

· Develop a SEN Resource Base at Riverview Primary and Nursery School

WHY IS A SEN RESOURCE BASE NEEDED?

6. The County Council is committed to providing the best possible start for all children and this includes children with SEND and additional needs. 

7. Staffordshire SEND Strategy 2021-26 outlines the intention that children will be given the opportunity to be educated close to home, in their local mainstream education setting whenever it can meet their needs. This will enable children to develop friendships in their local community and promote independence.

8. Fountains Primary School is the only special primary school in the area and does not have any additional capacity to meet the needs of all children in the area requiring specialist provision.

9. Riverview Primary and Nursery School and Fountains Primary school have been working in partnership to develop an approach to meeting the needs of children in the area who require specialist provision.





RIVERVIEW PRIMARY AND NURSERY SCHOOL

10. Riverview Primary and Nursery School is a popular primary school in Burton upon Trent, East Staffordshire. It was inspected by OFSTED in February 2019 and assessed as a “Good” school. 

“Teachers and support staff uphold leaders’ values and aspirations. Consequently, all pupils, including disadvantaged pupils and those with special educational needs (SEN) and/or disabilities, are making good progress.”

“Pupils with SEN and/or disabilities are well supported by the school. The effective use of the funding provided for these pupils allows them to access the curriculum and to make progress in line with their peers. In addition to dedicated staff support, the school buys in specialist support from external agencies for pupils when required.”

11. The current Published Admission Number (PAN) is the number of Reception places available.  Riverview Primary and Nursery School currently has a PAN of 60 and can accommodate 420 reception to year 6 pupils.

12. [bookmark: _Hlk164069305]Fountains Primary school is a special school, catering for children aged from 2 to 11 with a wide variety of special educational needs and disabilities (SEND). It is part of the Esteem MAT. Classes are split into cognitive groups, Nursery/Reception, Years 1, 2 and 3 and years 4, 5 and 6. The school has a PAN of 195 and currently has 203 children on roll. The school have reached capacity in every year group until September 2027. 


HOW WOULD THE SCHOOL MEET THE NEEDS OF ALL PUPILS?

13. [bookmark: _Hlk167447908]The proposal is for the SEN Resource base to provide:

· Early Years and Key Stage One provision
· 6 full time and 2 Short Stay places
· Key Stage Two 
· 6 full time and 2 Short Stay places

14. The SEN Resource base will be based in the school grounds. The Early Years and Key Stage One proposal will be based in an old bungalow/staff house on the school site which is currently unused. The Key Stage 2 base will be based in a small new build which will be sited next to the Key Stage One building. The Resource base will provide classroom space, a group work room. sensory room and toilets.

15. The SEN Resource Base development will be funded by SCC using High Needs Provision Capital Allocation funding the DfE has awarded to SCC to fund school places for children with SEND and Section 106 agreements funding (Section 106 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990).


16. Children attending the resource base will have cognition and learning needs.

17. Children attending the resource base will attend some sessions in the main school alongside all pupils.

18. Children attending the resource base will have purpose-built facilities to meet their needs.

19. Riverview Primary and Nursery School and Fountains Primary school have been working in partnership to ensure staff working in the resource base are appropriately trained and able to meet the SEND needs of the children who attend.

20. Children with SEND will be taught in small groups by staff who are skilled to meet their needs.


HOW WILL IT AFFECT THE CHILDREN IN SCHOOL?

21. Pupils at the school would not be affected and will remain taught in the main school buildings.

22. Pupils at the school will still have access to their play fields.

23. There will be no substantial changes to the way in which children are taught as a result of these changes.
